Mounting

The cover has the same electrical potential as the COM terminal. Do not
short-circuit the cover with a NO or NC terminal when mounting the
cover.

Be careful of the following points. Incorrect handling may lead to
insufficient actuator return, Switch damage, or reduced durability.

 Set the operating body in line with the direction of the actuator
movement, and make sure that the operating body is completely
separate from the actuator when the Switch is in the free posi-
tion (FP).
